COLLEGE BOARD EXAMS — Required for Advanced Honors

These tests are administered locally at high schools, colleges, and universities.
The results of these tests are used by the Academy to track results and provide
this school with important statistical data. Additionally, colleges and
universities use the results to determine scholarship qualifications and
students’ academic aptitude for college studies. Students should register to
take the A.C.T. and/or S.A.T. during the 11th and/or 12th grade year.
Registration should be done on the internet at www.act.org and
www.collegeboard.com or request a registration packet from the Academy
office. There are registration deadlines, which are usually four weeks prior to
the testing date. So, check the schedule. When registering for these tests,
students should reference the Academy’s school number. Please call the
Academy office for the Academy’s school number.
